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Development of EASS 2008 Culture Module:
The Result of JGSS Pretest
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JGSS Post-doctoral Fellow, Institute of Regional Studies
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EASS (East Asian Social Survey) is a comparative survey that covers East Asian region.
This survey is initiated under the administrative framework of JGSS project that collaborates with
other East Asian countries/region. This paper outlines the process of developing cross-national
questionnaire for EASS 2008. In particular, the process of questionnaire revisions based on the
pretest results of JGSS will be presented.

Because each EASS team had different research background and interests, it was a difficult
task to reach consensus on theoretical frameworks. However, giving priority upon narrowing
down the issues of questionnaire led to productive argument. In the pretest of JGSS, two kinds of
questionnaires (form-A and B), which differ in the vocabulary of question, number of choices and
its scale, were used, and JGSS presented a revised proposal through comparisons of the
questionnaire set-up. Designing of scale is one of the focal arguments among EASS teams. The
further revisions are aimed towards the implementation of the actual survey being conducted in
2008.
