The Japanese General Social Survey (JGSS) Research Center at Osaka University of 

Commerce was accredited by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology 

as a Joint Usage/Research Center in October 2008, and renewed in April 2013 as well as in April 

2019.  The designation of "Joint Usage/Research Center" is given to research institutions 

attached to universities that are recognized as being able to make a meaningful contribution to 

academic development by sharing their resources with external researchers.  At the JGSS 

Research Center, we invite social scientists to submit research issues they have in mind, screen 

the research topics submitted, and conduct social surveys to collect the data necessary to 

explore and investigate such issues.  

 

To be more specific, we conduct the Japanese General Social Surveys (JGSS) on a 

nationwide basis every two years to assist our research collaborators in analyzing the data 

obtained through the surveys and reporting research findings to the public.  Additionally, we 

deposit the collected data to data archives in Japan and overseas, and help researchers around 

the world to access and analyze the data.  JGSS shares some modules of questions with the East 

Asian Social Surveys (EASS).  Through these activities, we aim to promote joint research, both 

in Japan and overseas, deepen understanding of changes and the current state of affairs in 

Japanese society, and to identify the position of Japanese society in the context of East Asia. 

 

Starting in the autumn of 1998, the JGSS Research Project was designated as a "key 

institute on the frontiers of academic projects" by the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, 

Science and Technology (MEXT) in two successive terms for ten years from FY1999 to FY2008.  

From June 2008, the project had been adopted by the MEXT as a "Program for Promotion of 

Joint Research Centers in Humanities and Social Sciences (renamed to Program for Promotion 

of Unique Research Centers)." From April 2016 to March 2019 and from April 2020 to March 

2023, the project has been adopted by the MEXT as a "Program for Promotion of Unique Joint 

Research Centers: Promotion of Functional Enhancement."  

In October 2018, JGSS Research Center was selected for the JSPS Program for Constructing 

Data Infrastructure for the Humanities and Social Sciences. The center is working on the 

promotion of survey data sharing as a part of the program. 
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Japanese General Social Survey (JGSS) 

 

 

The Japanese General Social Surveys (JGSS) is a social survey project with principles of 

openness, continuity and versatility, and the JGSS realizes the idea of General Social Survey (GSS) 

that has been conducted by National Opinion Research Center at the University of Chicago since 

1972. JGSS is in principle conducted biennially, targeting on the population between 20-89 years of 

age in Japan. JGSS uses both interview and self-administered questionnaires for each respondent.  

Questions concerning a basic attribute such as occupation, household composition and educational 

backgrounds are asked in the interview questionnaire, while questions such as everyday behaviors, 

leisure activities, victimization, attitudes toward politics and social policies and opinions for and 

against current affairs are asked in the self-administered questionnaires. 
 

The number of data users exceeded 600,000 domestic and foreign researchers and students (as 

of March, 2022), and our datasets were used at 269 domestic universities, 416 foreign universities, 

and 79 research institutes.  To the best of our knowledge, our data were utilized in more than 1,012 

scholarly articles, 340 books, and 618 presentations, and were also referred to in government 

publications, such as White Paper on the National Lifestyle.

The operation policy of the JGSS Research Center is discussed and determined by 

the Steering Committee, in which external researchers constitute a majority of the 

membership.  Members of the Steering Committee represent the different research 

fields of sociology and social sciences, and bring in views from various perspectives.  

The Center is subject to an annual evaluation by an external committee as well as by 

the MEXT, and assesses its operations 

 

At the Center, internal researchers of the University are dedicated to a research 

project in collaboration with part-time researchers who are selected from applicants for 

an open call for a joint research project.  Graduate students also participate in a joint 

research project through the “JGSS Researcher Encouraging Program.” 
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East Asian Social Survey（EASS） 

 

 

 

 
The EASS project establishes common questions based on issues and concerns unique to East 

Asian societies (China, Japan, Korean, and Taiwan), and attempts to conduct cross-national 

analyses.  Since the first survey in 2006, it is planned to incorporate groups of common questions 

(modules) every two years. 

 

One of the most important methodological features of the EASS project is that the modules 

are incorporated into a pre-existing survey framework in each society, rather than creating a new 

independent cross-national survey.  The EASS aims to continue to conduct valid and reliable 

cross-national surveys by being a part of continuing research projects, which generate robust 

results.  

 

EASS consists of Japanese General Social Survey (JGSS), Korean General Social Survey 

(KGSS), Taiwan Social Change Survey (TSCS), and Chinese General Social Survey (CGSS).  The 

theme for the first module, EASS 2006 was Family, the EASS 2008 was Culture and Globalization, 

the EASS 2010 was Health and Society, the EASS 2012 was Network Social Capital, the EASS 

2014/2015 was Work Life, the EASS 2016 was Family, the EASS 2018 was Culture and 

Globalization, and the EASS 2020 was Health and Society. For more information about the EASS, 

please refer to the following website.

Collaborative Research Activities by JGSS Research Center 

 

 

 

 

The JGSS Research Center calls for a broad range of collaborative research 

activities to deepen understanding of Japanese and East Asian societies.  Here are the 

categories of collaborative research projects: 

 

(1) Proposal of Research Issues 

Researchers can propose a research issue and take part in survey design and the 

creation of survey modules.  

 

(2) Proposal of Analytical Issues 

Researchers may use pre-release JGSS data and take part in research projects from 

the data analysis stages. 

 

(3) Usage of Released Data 

Researchers can make use of the JGSS released data in order to investigate their 

research issues. Variables that are suppressed in the public use microdata may be 

available at the JGSS Research Center upon request.  

 

(4) Data Analysis Seminars 

JGSS Research Center invites scholars from home and abroad for seminars several 

times a year.  These seminars are intended to help researchers to improve quality 

of data analysis. 

 

(5) Opportunities for Young Researchers 

From March to April every year, JGSS Research Center calls for academic papers 

using JGSS data and gives recognition to outstanding papers.  The center also 

conducts “JGSS Researcher Encouraging Program” for the purpose of training young 

researchers. This program offers opportunities to participate in planning and 

implementing nationwide and cross-national surveys.  The program also provides 

methodological guidance to improve their research skills. 
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 Access to and Use of the JGSS Data 

 

 

JGSS is conducted in Japanese, and the date sets are translated into English since 

JGSS-2000 data in order to support the researchers overseas. The datasets are 

available to any researchers, graduate students and undergraduate students who are 

supported by their supervisors. There is no limitation to the data use for research 

purposes. However, for education purposes, the usage is limited to one year, and users 

are required to re-apply for the data after one year.
